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Amaizing Phuket

Day 01:Arrive Phuket:
  Upon arrival at Bangkok International Airport, complete customs and immigration formalities and
connect to your onward domestic flight to Phuket. Upon arrival, meet and greet by our local
representative and check in to your hotel.

The
amusement park is then separated into 4 sub zones: Fantasy World, X-zone, Family world and Small
World. The park has Vortex, which is one of the world's largest suspended looping roller coaster.
